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Zakat Fund Transferred to Three Projects in Kurigram

Center for Zakat Management (CZM) has transferred Zakat funds to the beneficiaries of three livelihood projects in Char 
Rajibpur Upazila of Kurigram District, namely Jeebika Kodalkathi, Jeebika Mohanganj, and Jeebika Rajibpur, with the 
objective of alleviating poverty and human development.
A total of 2.8 crore taka has been disbursed to 1,452 underprivileged families where each family received Taka 15,000. 
Besides, as many as 49 nos. of families have been receiving regular food assistance. Through these three projects, CZM 
has been working to improve the living standards of 1,501 families in Char Rajibpur, the poorest Upazila in the country.
CZM has already provided skill development training on various income-generating trades to these families. By receiv-
ing training, these families will be able to enhance their skills and engage in income-generating activities to improve their 
socio-economic conditions.
Under the project, various humanitarian assistance are provided including monthly food support, regular medicine 
supply, ensuring necessary medical care for pregnant and lactating mothers, providing safe water, constructing sanitary 
latrines, supporting children's education, and providing financial assistance to free them from begging and the burden of 
interest-bearing loans.

Due to heavy rains and flash floods, a devastating flood occurred in 
Northern part of Bangladesh during May-June 2024. Thousands of 
people in Northern Bengal were trapped by floodwaters and forced to live 
in inhumane conditions. In such a situation, Center for Zakat Manage-
ment (CZM) stood by the flood-affected people.
CZM distributed relief materials worth approximately 1.8 million Taka to 
a total of 1,090 families. In the initial phase, on July 10, relief materials 
were distributed to 470 families in Kodalkathi Union and 120 families in 
Rajibpur Sadar Union of Char Rajibpur Upazila in Kurigram District.
In the second phase, on July 12, relief materials were distributed to an 
additional 500 families in Mohanganj Union of Char Rajibpur Upazila in 
Kurigram District. In total, relief and food materials were distributed to as 
many as 1,090 nos. of families.
CZM has already started rehabilitation of the affected people by the 
recent floods. It is anticipated that the flood-impacted residents of the 
North will recover from their losses and resume normal life shortly.

CZM Stands by the Flood-Affected People



Center for Zakat Management (CZM) organized a seminar titled "Institutional Management of Zakat" for the first time in 
Mymensingh to raise awareness about Zakat, beside the capital Dhaka and other divisional cities. The seminar was held on 
Friday, May 24, 2024, at 10:00 AM in the Bhasha Shaheed Abdul Jabbar Auditorium of the Mymensingh District Council.
The Mayor of Mymensingh City Corporation Md. Ikramul Haque Titu attended the Seminar as the Chief Guest. The Mayor 
highlighted that CZM's work for the welfare of the disadvantaged accelerates socio-economic development. He emphasized 
the importance of institutional management of Zakat for poverty alleviation and encouraged everyone for contributing to 
societal change from their respective positions.
The seminar was chaired by CZM's Chairman Niaz Rahim, while Dr. Mohammad Ayub Miah, CEO of CZM delivered the 
keynote speech. Dr. Zubair Muhammad Ehsanul Haque, Professor of the Department of Arabic at Dhaka University, and Mufti 
Mohib Ullah, President of Ittefaqul Ulama Mymensingh attended the seminar as Panel Discussants. The seminar was organ-
ized with the support of the Mobinous Welfare Foundation and moderated by CZM's AGM, Weis Khan Noor Sohel, with a 
welcome speech from CZM's Head of Corporate Affairs (HoCA), Colonel (Retd.)

The first Annual Teachers' Conference for CZM Schools 
and Madrasha was held on May 25-26, 2024, at a Training 
Center at Uttara, Dhaka. The conference provided a 
platform for 120 teachers to participate in capacity-building 
sessions, workshops, and discussions with experts and 
scholars. The objectives were to enhance understanding of 
CZM's education program, improve quality education, 
harmonize the curriculum and syllabus, and build teachers’ 
capacity. Renowned scholars delivered presentations on 
various topics, including the qualities of a good teacher, 
interactive teaching methods, ethics and morality and the 
status of education in Bangladesh. The teachers expressed 
high satisfaction with the conference's content, resource 
persons, and overall management.



Two livelihood projects in Naogaon and Sylhet, which 
began in 2019, have successfully concluded after five 
years. The Jeebika Shikarpur project in Naogaon and the 
Jeebika Surma-2 project in Sylhet commenced on May 1, 
2019 and July 1, 2019 respectively. At the end of these 
projects, the remaining funds were transferred to the 
members of 512 nos. grassroots organizations (GRO) of 
the Jeebika Shikarpur project and 500 GRO members of 
the Jeebika Surma-2 project.
Upon completion of the projects, final accounting of the 
grassroots organization funds, auditing of income and 
expenses, and preparation of financial statements have 
been done. Besides, all related financial documents, such 
as master rolls, acknowledgement receipts, income and 
expense statements, balance sheets, bank statements, and 
the groups' closing resolutions, have been archived at the 
Center for Zakat Management's head office.

Saikat, a 26-year-old son of Shefali, a beneficiary of 
Sonaimuri Jeebika project has been struggling with a 
serious type of cancer. The doctors have informed that 
there is no cure for Saikat's cancer, but he should continue 
treatment to alleviate symptoms as much as possible.

The doctors have recommended continuous 
oxygen supply to alleviate Saikat's discomfort. CZM has 
procured an oxygen concentrator for Saikat, ensuring that 
he receives the necessary care at home. The family 
expresses gratitude to CZM for supporting Saikat during 
his difficult time.

Ahanaf Adil Islam (10 months old) had been suffering from 
congenital heart disease. His only hope for survival was to 
receive a PDA (Patent Ductus Arteriosus) device. Jihan's 
father, Gias Uddin, a rickshaw puller was earning only Tk. 
7,000 to 10,000 per month, making it impossible for him to 
afford his child's treatment. Center for Zakat Management 
contacted renowned pediatric heart specialist Dr. Tahera 
Nazrin to ensure Ahanaf Adil's proper medical treatment. 
Under Dr. Tahera Nazrin's supervision, the child received a 
PDA device at Evercare Hospital, Dhaka. Ahanaf Adil Islam 
is now completely well, and his parents are hopeful for their 
child's normal life ahead.

Center for Zakat Management (CZM) has awarded the 
Genius scholarship to 1,340 students of Begum Rokeya 
University since 2015, and currently, 508 students are 
being provided the scholarship every month.
Martyred in the Anti-discrimination Student Movement,

During his university studies, 
Abu Sayeed received a monthly scholarship of BDT 4,000 
from the Center for Zakat Management for 2 years and 6 
months and regularly participated in capacity building 
sessions.
